Leads Skyh awk < The forty-one year old Newman is renowned for his

scouting expertise. He has the best percentage of
draftees currently playing in the N.A.S.L., including
Superstars winner, Kyle Rote, Jr.

Newman was responsible for starting youth soccer
programs in both Atlanta and Dallas. During his six years
in Dallas, the number of youngsters playing soccer
ballooned from 300 to over 50,000.

Newman spent several days in the southland with GM
Young, and was impressed with the growth of soccer in
the San Fernando Valley. “The number of youngsters

- playing soccer here is fantastic, and there are several
excellent facilities available. | am excited about working
toward the continued development of soccer at all levels
in the Southern California area.”

The newly-named coach departed immediately for
Orlando, Florida, where he will scout the Senior Bowl
in preparation for the A.S.L. draft meetings next month.

| Newman, who played 1st division soccer with Ports-
| mouth, England, was selected MVP while starring for the
| Atlanta Chiefs in 1967/68. Named assistant coach of
‘ the Dallas Tornado’s in 1968, he became player/coach
the following year and served as head coach through
the 1975 season.
Newman led the Tornado to four consecutive playoff
berths and two division championships. His 1971 team
won the NASL Championship. His teams reached the

indoor finals twice, defeating St. Louis in 1971 and
bowing to San Jose this year.
